1. Hebrew word "Adon" an early word denoting ownership; hence, absolute
control. Itis applied to GOD as the owner and governor of the whole earth.

2. Hebrew word "Adonai" emphasis "The" Lord

8 Hebrew word Jehovah, self existent. This is used as a proper name of God only.
The Jews out of a superstitious reverence for the name Jehovah, always in
reading, pronounce, Adonai where Jehovah is written.

All
have turned away, they have together become worthless; there is no one who does
good, not even one.”

Impatience and anger: Ephesians 4:26 — “In your anger do not sin.”

Perfection and regret: Philippians 3:13 — “Forget what is behind and strain toward what
is ahead.”

Control of thoughts: Corinthians 10:5 — “Take captive every thought to make it obedient
to Christ.”

Philippians 4:6-9 — “Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and
petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which
transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.
Finally brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable — if anything is excellent or praiseworthy —
think about such things.”
