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I. Introduction.

 B. Each unit of the body is to develop a gift to exercise in the world or in the church. 

 
C. The special support ministry: apostles, prophets, evangelists, teaching pastors. 
 
D. The gifts are so that Christ will be manifest in the world. 
 
E. The ultimate goal is on the level of the soul and the spirit, not the material. (Luke 4)

 B. The believer will accomplish the work of an evangelist. 
 
 C. The believer will bring liberty and light. 
 
  1. Telling people the truth sets them free. 
 
  2. Discipleship brings light to the blind. 
 
  3. Every believer should be able to set at liberty those who are oppressed. 
 
 D. The believer will declare the day of salvation.
