How to Memorize the Verse

Say verse out loud — Deut. 6:7

Learn the reference by saying it before and after saying the verse
Write the verse on a card with the reference on the back

Review the verse daily for 8 weeks then one time a week

Be alert to opportunities to apply it to life |
