3. Give it the test of time. (Proverbs 11:14)
4. Think of probable consequences.

5. Ask if you are telling yourself the truth, if it feels right and what you would do if you
prayed.

VII. Receiving Jesus requires...

A. Admitting your need. (Romans 3:23)

B. Be willing to allow Christ to change you. (Luke 13:3, 5; Matthew 10)

C. Believe that Christ died for your sins. (1 Corinthians 15:3; 1 Peter 2; Titus 2:14; John 6:37)

D. Receive Jesus by believing that he is what he said was.

E. The Holy Spirit will come in to lead us to the right choices. (Isaiah 30:21; Psalm 32:8)
