 A. He has a will for everyone who enters into his kingdom. 

  1. His objective is to save all men. (1 Timothy 2; 2 Peter 3:9) 

2. Our objective is to be the same as God’s because we are to be like Jesus. (Luke 19:10; 
John 20:21; 17:18; Romans 8:29; Ephesians 4:13; John 12:32) 

V. Our standing before God does not depend upon our performance. (Romans 4:4-5; Titus 3:15) 

VI. God created us so that we might glorify him. (Isaiah 43:7) 

VII. The final translation of the Bible is the translation of the Bible into our lives. 

VIII. The essence of God’s commands is to love God and love people. (Romans 5:5; James 2:14)
